Background Information 

Oligodendrocyte transcription factor (OLIG2) is a 32kDa bHLH (basic helix-loop-helix) transcription factor that is 329 amino acids long. It 

is one of the three members of the bHLH family. Expression of OLIG2 is largely restricted to the tissues of the central nervous system, 

where it plays an important role in motor neuron and oligodendrocyte differentiation and sustaining replication in early development. 

The OLIG2 gene is located within a region of chromosome 21 which has been suggested to play a role in learning deficits associated 

with Down syndrome. OLIG2 has also been associated with neurodegenerative disorders such as Alzheimer’s disease.
