Background Information

Kinesin heavy chain isoform 5A (KIF5A) is an ATPase-active molecular motor protein expressed in neurons that is the heavy chain A of
kinesin, A motor protein involved in motility functions within neuron. KIF5A is involved in microtubule-dependent axonal transport of
neurofilament protfeins (NFH, NFM and NFL). It also contributes to the fransport of other proteins in neurons including proteins essential
for axon elongation. KIF5A consists of an N-terminal motor domain, a stalk domain and a C-terminal binding domain. The KIF5A gene
has been identified as a causative gene in hereditary spastic paraplegia (HSP), Charcot-Marie-Tooth (CMT) type 2 (CMT2) and
amyofrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS).
